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Tips for Reading Together

Children learn best when reading is fun.
e Talk about the title and the picture on the cover.
® Discuss what you think the story might be about.

® Read the story together, inviting your child to read
as much of it as they can.

® Give lots of praise as your child reads, and help
them when necessary.

e If they get stuck, try reading the first sound of the
word, or break the word into chunks, or read the
whole sentence again. Focus on the meaning,

e Re-read the story later, encouraging your child to
read as much of it as they can.
